Only one entry per photographer

Submissions accepted in black and white or colour

You must submit a single file picture (in high resolution, jpeg or tiff and 300 dpi formats)
accompanied by a short text description (maximum 150 words) of why you selected this photo. The
text should be within the body of the email and not attached separately. You should also include a short
biography of yourself, your preferred email address and postal address and, if you have it, a website link
with your portfolio.
